« 238 responses as of June 8th, 2023
* 63% of respondents cited ‘speeding’ as a concern

* 45% of respondents cited ‘unsafe behaviours associated with school drop-
off and pick-up’ as a concern

* 66% of respondents described their future vision for the neighbourhood as
‘safe for pedestrians, cyclists, transit users and motorists’

* 45% of respondents ranked ‘enhanced enforcement of traffic rules’ as their
top priority
