Direction for the Preferred Plans

1.

Built Form and Community Design

Keep Density as low as reasonable

Limit building heights to a maximum of 5 storeys

Ensure appropriate transitions to existing neighbourhoods

Limit commercial development to serve only new neighbourhood
development

Heritage Resources and the Environment

Protect environmental features & natural/built heritage resources
Promote sustainable design / green buildings

Maximize access to environmental lands (single-loaded roads)
Maximize interconnectivity - comprehensive trails/open space
network

Distribute parkland throughout the Focus Areas and Kleinburg-
Nashville more broadly
