NOTICE OF ELECTION 

 
When Is The Election? 
Voting Day is Monday, November 13, 2006.  Polls will be open from 10:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.   
 
How Many Candidates/Offices Can You Elect? 
You may vote for: 

 
Members of Council 
One (1) candidate for Mayor 
Three (3) candidates for Local and Regional Councillors 
One (1) candidate for Ward Councillor 
 

In addition, if you qualify, you may vote for: 
 
York Region District School Board   
 Area 1 - One (1)  Member to be elected by electors in Wards 1, 2 and 3 
 Area 2  - One (1) Member to be elected by electors in Wards 4 and 5   
 
York Catholic District School Board   
Area 1 - One (1) Member to be elected by electors in Ward 1 
Area 2  - One (1)  Member to be elected by electors in Ward 2 
Area 3 - One (1) Member to be elected by electors in Ward 3 
Area 4 - One (1)  Member to be elected by electors in Wards 4 and 5

Le Conseil Scolaire de District Catholique Centre-Sud 
One (1)  Member - ACCLAIMED 

 
Who Can Vote? 
A person can vote in the municipal election if he or she is a Canadian citizen, at least 18 years old, resides in the City of 
Vaughan or is the owner or tenant of land in Vaughan, or is the spouse of such person and is not prohibited from voting by 
law.  Note: Corporations or Limited companies are not eligible to vote. 
 
Where Do You Vote? 
A notice will be sent to each voter appearing on the Voters’ List advising of the location of your polling station.  This notice 
will also contain information such as your ward, poll number, school support and residency status.  Please watch for your 
notice during the month of October and, if any of the information listed is incorrect, or, if you do not receive your notice, 
contact our office. 
 
Advance Voting Dates And Times 
You will be able to vote at one of the Advance Voting days to be held on November 4 and 5, 2006 from 10:00 a.m. to 6:00 
p.m. and on November 6, 7, 8 and 9, 2006 from 10:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.  Watch for notices in the local papers regarding 
Advance Voting locations.
