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WHAT IS A PROXY VOTE? 
 
A Proxy Vote allows any qualified elector to appoint another qualified elector in the same 
municipality to vote on his/her behalf.  
 
HOW DO I ARRANGE FOR PROXY VOTING? 
 
Call us and we will mail you the prescribed Appointment of Voting Proxy form.   The person you 
appoint to act as your voting proxy must complete his/her portion of the Appointment of Voting 
Proxy form and present it in person to the Clerk’s Department, 2141 Major Mackenzie Drive, 
Vaughan (Maple), Ontario. 
 
The appointment may only be made after Tuesday, October 3, 2006 and must be made on the 
Appointment of Voting Proxy form, available in the Clerk’s Department.  The form must be certified 
by the City Clerk and is to be taken to the voting place by the elector appointed.  The Clerk’s 
Department will be open Monday to Friday to receive and certify the Appointment of Voting Proxy 
forms during the following times: 
 

Tuesday, October 3, 2006 to Monday, November 13, 2006 (Voting Day)
